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Lesson 5 — How to hide empty report rows in TOAD® report manager reports (Jun 2010)

In this lesson we will use a simple report that show the patches that have been applied to
your application over the last X days to show you an example of where you might want to
use the ability to hide unnecessary text rows and how to go about it.

The step by step process to change the FDBA001-10 Patch Details report to remove
unnecessary text rows is as follows:

Step 1: Create the report event code
What we want to do is when there are no failure comments, not to show the text and data
fields in the report.

The report columns we are interested in are:
X MasterFAILURE_COMMENTS — The table value
ad_patch_runs.failure_comments
x Memo7 — The report text field containing the words Failure Comments:
