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In this lesson we will demonstrate how to change the colour of report text based on the text®
value

We have provided a simple a three (3) column status report (How to colour report text i
Start ) where each column has the values Enabled, Disabled, Unknown or Other. With this
report we will demonstrate three (3) methods for changing the text& colour based value of
the text:

For column one (1) of the report we will use the single colour highlight method
For column two (2) of the report we will change the default text colour and use the
single colour highlight method

x  For column three (3) of the report we will use report code to set the text colour

and then, just for fun, we will demonstrate how to highlight the background of alternate rows
in the report.

What we are aiming for is a report that looks like the following example report:

Column one - Single Colour Highlight method

Using the report editors highlight option it is possible to change the colour of an attribute®
text based on its value. In this example we will set the highlight colour to Bold Red for the
textvalued Di sa.bl edo
